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Instructions For Completing Facility Cost and Charge Worksheet

Total costs reported on Medi-Cal Cost Report Worksheet C, Part 1, Column 5 should exclude professional component costs (but include the provider-based component of physician costs determined under Medicare cost reporting).  Similarly, total charges reported in Column 8 of the same worksheet should exclude the professional component charges (but include the provider-based component of physician charges determined under Medicare cost reporting).  The Facility Cost and Charge Worksheet is designed to ensure that the hospital’s total costs and charges exclude any professional costs or charges that may have been reported in Worksheet C, Part 1 of the Medi-Cal Cost Report. 

Complete the attached worksheet according to the instructions below.  Before beginning Steps 1 through 7, please note the following:

1. Prior to filling out this worksheet, please ensure that your facility is a general acute care hospital that is owned by a city, county, city and county, the University of California, or health care district.  If you have questions regarding your facility’s eligibility to participate in this program, please contact Rachel Luxemberg at (916) 552-9542.  

2. With of the exception of the professional component, all data should come from the hospital’s filed Medi-Cal Cost Report, Form 2552 and associated worksheets for the fiscal year (FY) ending in 2003.  Hospitals should specify the FY end date and the number of days in the period.  

3. Insert lines and cost center descriptions into the Facility Cost and Charge Worksheet, if necessary.

4. All data must be consistent with Medicare cost accounting principles and not include any Medi-Cal program 
non-reimbursable cost centers.

5. Reimbursements are for non-reimbursed Medi-Cal hospital outpatient fee-for-service expenses only.

6. For the first year of reimbursement, hospital’s that do not have a June 30 fiscal year end date will need to report data for the period of July 1, 2002 to the hospital’s fiscal year end date. For example, a hospital with fiscal yea January 1, 2002 to December 31, 2002 should submit data for the period of July 1, 2002 to December 31, 2002. All hospitals complete Steps 1 through 7
Step 1:  Insert your hospital name, contact person, phone number, fax number and e-mail address of a contact person in the area indicated at the top left-hand corner of the form.  Hospitals must specify the fiscal year end date and the number of days in the period.

Step 2:  Complete Column A, “Total Costs,” for each of the line number items indicated under “Worksheet Line Number and Cost Centers.”  Transfer each amount from Worksheet C, Part 1, Column 5 of Form 2552 into Column A for the corresponding worksheet line number and cost center.

Step 3:  If applicable, complete Column B, “Professional Component Costs,” for each of the line number items indicated under “Medi-Cal Cost Report Worksheet Line Number and Cost Centers.”  Enter the Professional Component Costs, if any that are included in Total Costs in Column A for the corresponding worksheet line number and cost center.
Step 4:  Complete Column C, “Total Facility Costs,” for each of the line number items indicated under “Medi-Cal Cost Report Worksheet Line Number and Cost Centers.”  Subtract Column B, Professional Component Costs, from Column A, Total Costs, for the corresponding worksheet line number and cost center and enter the result in Column C.

Step 5:  Complete Column D, “Total Charges,” for each of the line number items indicated under “Medi-Cal Cost Report Worksheet Line Number and Cost Centers.”  Transfer each amount from Worksheet C, Part 1, Column 8 of Form 2552 into Column B for the corresponding worksheet line number and cost center.

Step 6:  If applicable, complete Column E “Professional Component Charges,” for each of the line number items indicated under “Medi-Cal Cost Report Worksheet Line Number and Cost Centers.”  Enter the Professional Component Charges, if any that are included in Total Charges in Column D for the corresponding worksheet line number and cost center.

Step 7:  Complete Column F, “Total Facility Charges,” for each of the line number items indicated under “Medi-Cal Cost Report Worksheet Line Number and Cost Centers.”  Subtract Column E, Professional Component Charges, from Column D, Total Charges, for the corresponding worksheet line number and cost center and enter the result in Column F.
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
