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This section includes instructions for submitting claims for “single product” and “separate component” intravenous solutions administration sets with medical supply billing code 9934B.

Single Product:
A single product that is considered to be a “complete administration
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set” (in other words, a unit that by itself can be used to deliver I.V. fluids to a patient) may be billed with medical supply billing code 9934B on a single claim line on the Pharmacy Claim Form (30-1) and 

on the CMS-1500 claim.  Code 9934B is entered in the Product ID 

field (Box 18) of the 30-1 and in the Procedures, Services or Supplies 

field (Box 24D) of the CMS-1500 claim.  The appropriate pricing 

attachment (for example, a catalog page) for the product must be included and the product description from the pricing attachment entered in the Specific Details/Remarks area of the 30-1 and in the 
Reserved for Local Use field (Box 19) of the CMS-1500 claim.  The 

product description on the claim must match the product description on the pricing attachment.

Separate Components:
When a complete administration set is made up of separate
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components that by themselves cannot deliver I.V. fluids to a patient (for example, extension sets, filters, etc.), the components must be grouped together on an I.V. administration set worksheet.  Medical supply billing code 9934B is entered in the Product ID field (Box 18) on the 30-1 and in the Procedures, Services or Supplies field 

(Box 24D) of the CMS-1500 claim.  The total dollar amount from the 

worksheet is transferred to the Charge field (Box 23) on the 30-1 and 

to the Charges field (Box 24F) on the CMS-1500 claim.  The 

worksheet is then submitted with the claim form and product-specific pricing attachment(s).  The product description(s) on the I.V. administration set worksheet must match the product description(s) on the pricing attachment(s).

Billing Restrictions
Individual components or a group of components that do not comprise a complete, functional administration set are not reimbursed under billing code 9934B. 

Items that have their own billing code (for example, heparin lock caps) on the I.V. administration set worksheet must be billed separately using their own billing codes.  Such items are not reimbursed under billing code 9934B.
