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Erectile Dysfunction Drugs Update

Effective February 1, 2007, Revatio (sildenafil citrate) 20 mg and Papaverine oral capsules are capitated to all Managed Care Plans (MCPs). Federal law provides that federal funds are available for drugs used to treat erectile or sexual dysfunction only when those drugs are used to treat a condition, other than sexual or erectile dysfunction, for which the drugs have been approved by the federal Food and Drug Administration (FDA).

Additionally, state law deems erectile dysfunction drugs as a benefit of Medi-Cal only when federal funding is available. Because Viagra is not approved by the FDA for the treatment of pulmonary arterial hypertension (PAH), Viagra cannot be substituted for Revatio as a covered benefit for the treatment of PAH.

The updated information is reflected on manual replacement pages mcp cohs 6 (Part 1), mcp gmc 7 (Part 1), mcp pre 6 (Part 1), mcp prim 4 (Part 1), mcp spec 6 (Part 1) and mcp two plan 6 (Part 1).

Reminder: New Billing Requirements Prohibit Social Security Numbers

Effective March 1, 2007, providers may no longer bill Medi-Cal or the Child Health and Disability Prevention (CHDP) program using a recipient’s Social Security Number (SSN). Providers will be required to bill with the 14-character Medi-Cal identification number from the recipient’s Benefits Identification Card (BIC) or paper card when submitting claims. Claims submitted with a recipient’s SSN for dates of service on or after March 1, 2007 will be denied.

This requirement does not apply to services provided by hospitals, Long Term Care (LTC) facilities, licensed primary care clinics and emergency medical transportation providers, as set forth in the Welfare and Institutions Code
(W&I Code), Section 14045. The excluded providers are required to make a good faith effort to obtain the recipient’s BIC information for billing and to provide that information to other providers, such as pharmacies and labs, which may not have direct contact with the recipient. A good faith effort means that the provider attempted to obtain the BIC information from the recipient at the time the service was provided and made a subsequent attempt to obtain the BIC or other appropriate documentation from the recipient.

If the provider is unable to obtain the BIC information from the recipient after making a good faith effort, the provider may contact the appropriate county social services office to obtain the recipient’s BIC ID number.

Billing Requirements (continued)

Eligibility Verification

All providers will need the recipient’s BIC ID number, date of birth and the BIC issue date to verify a recipient’s eligibility using the Point of Service (POS) device, Medi-Cal Web site 
(www.medi-cal.ca.gov) or third-party vendor software.

In an emergency (or if a recipient did not bring a BIC to an appointment), providers may use the SSN for eligibility verification using the telephone Automated Eligibility Verification System (AEVS).  Telephone AEVS does not require a BIC issue date.

The California Department of Health Services (CDHS) recognizes the importance of protecting the identity and the health information of recipients and strongly encourages all providers to avoid using a recipient’s SSN whenever possible.

NPI: Get It. Share It. Use It.

Enumeration Advice for Incorporated Individual Providers

Health care providers who are individual proprietors are eligible for an Entity Type 1 (Individual) National Provider Identifier (NPI). When such individual providers incorporate themselves (form corporations), and these corporations are health care providers, then the corporations are organization providers eligible for an Entity Type 2 (Organization) NPI. If either of these health care provider entities (the individual or the corporation) are covered providers under HIPAA (for example, providers sending electronic transactions), the NPI Final Rule requires them to obtain NPIs.

Common Testing Error Identified

Two common errors have been discovered in recent claim submission testing:

1. Submitters incorrectly indicate an NPI in the 2010AA Billing Provider REF02 segment instead of the NM109 segment. The claim submitter must submit an NPI in the NM109 segment.

2. Submitters incorrectly indicate a “legacy identifier” in the NM109 segment. The REF02 is “situational” but required if necessary to report a secondary ID, such as a “legacy identifier” or a taxpayer ID number.
To aid in crosswalk development during this testing phase, please remember to correctly designate the type of identifier you are submitting.
