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Benefits:  Secondary Related Reproductive Health Conditions

This section identifies Family PACT (Planning, Access, Care and Treatment) Program benefits for secondary related reproductive health conditions.  These services are offered in conjunction with family planning visits for the maintenance and protection of optimal reproductive health.  Secondary benefits include diagnosis and treatment of sexually transmitted infections (STIs) for women and men, and the diagnosis and treatment of urinary tract infections (UTIs), cervical abnormalities and preinvasive cervical lesions for women, and the management of complications arising from the treatment of these conditions.  

Primary Diagnosis S-Codes
The services and supplies in this section are reimbursable in 


conjunction with all primary diagnosis S-codes, except S601 – S602 (pregnancy testing only), and in addition to the primary benefits identified in the Benefits:  Primary Contraceptive Services section in this manual.  A Family PACT S-code is required to receive reimbursement for each medical and laboratory claim.  The S-code must be used in the primary diagnosis field of the claim form.  For additional information, refer to the Diagnosis:  Coding Primary Diagnosis S-Codes section in this manual.

Secondary Diagnosis
Secondary ICD-9-CM codes are required for reimbursement of

benefits identified in this section.  The ICD-9-CM codes must be used in the secondary diagnosis field of the claim form.  Reimbursement of procedures, laboratory tests and drugs dispensed onsite for treatment of secondary related reproductive health conditions directly correlate to secondary diagnosis ICD-9-CM coding.
Modifiers
Modifiers are required for some tests and procedures.  Family PACT defers to Medi-Cal policy and billing procedures for use of modifiers.  For further information, refer to the following sections in the Part 2 Medi-Cal manual:

Laboratory Tests
In addition to the screening laboratory tests available with the primary benefits for contraceptive services, specific laboratory tests are pre-selected for secondary related reproductive health conditions.  These CPT-4 codes are identified in this section. 

For a comprehensive listing of covered laboratory test codes, descriptions and restrictions, refer to the Laboratory Services section in this manual.  Unless otherwise specified in this manual, Medi-Cal Laboratory Service Reservation System requirements apply.  For more information, refer to the Pathology:  An Overview of Enrollment and Proficiency Testing Requirements section in the Part 2 Medi-Cal manual.  

Drugs and Supplies
Drugs and supplies for treatment of secondary related reproductive health conditions are identified in this section.  Onsite dispensing of “miscellaneous drugs” for non-surgical procedures (Z7610) is limited to hospital outpatient departments, emergency rooms, surgical clinics and community clinics.

Management of Complications
Benefits for evaluating and managing complications that may arise 


from the treatment of reproductive health conditions are identified in this section.  These services must be billed with a primary diagnosis S-code (indicating the client’s method of family planning) along with the numeral “3” in the fourth position (for example, S103).  The secondary ICD-9-CM code is used to identify the complication being evaluated or managed.  For additional information, refer to the Diagnosis:  Coding Primary Diagnosis S-Codes section in this manual.

Treatment Authorization Request
Authorization is required for all complication services, unless 


stated otherwise, using a Treatment Authorization Request (TAR).  TARs are required for both enrolled Family PACT providers and 
Medi-Cal providers who deliver services upon referral from an enrolled Family PACT provider.  TAR requirements apply to medical, anesthesia, laboratory, pharmacy, radiology and hospital providers.  For more information, refer to the Treatment Authorization Request (TAR) section in this manual.  For information about completing a TAR, refer to the TAR Completion section in the Part 2 Medi-Cal manual.

Complication Restrictions
Only those complications that can be reasonably managed on an 


outpatient basis are reimbursable for each condition.  Services are limited to the appropriate gender and are identified in this section.

Sexually Transmitted 
This section lists the reimbursable secondary ICD-9-CM diagnosis

Infections (STIs)
codes, services, laboratory tests and treatment of STIs as appropriate to the gender and presenting symptoms of the client.

When applicable, only those dosage regimens included in the current Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) Guidelines for the Treatment of Sexually Transmitted Diseases and the California Department of Public Health (CDPH) Sexually Transmitted Disease Control (STDC) Branch Treatment of Gonorrhea in California may be used. Supplies for procedures related to the management of complications due to the treatment of cervical abnormalities or preinvasive lesions may be reimbursed with an appropriate modifier. 
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
