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This section contains information about prosthetic eyes and program coverage (California Code of Regulations [CCR], Title 22, Section 51317[g]).  

Program Coverage
A written prescription by a physician or optometrist is required for the provision of prosthetic eyes.  The following information must be


included with the CMS-1500 claim: 

· Explanation of the need for a prosthetic eye 

· Prior prosthetic eye history

· Description of and justification for modification of a stock prosthetic eye

· Description of and justification for a custom-made prosthetic eye (impressioned, individually fabricated and painted)

Replacements and Repairs
Prosthetic eyes may be replaced:

· To accommodate changes resulting from orbital development in persons younger than 18 years of age

· When necessary to prevent a significant disability

· When the prior prosthesis was lost or destroyed due to circumstances beyond the recipient’s control

· When the prior prosthesis can no longer be rehabilitated

CPT-4 code 92499 (unlisted ophthalmological service or procedure) is used to bill for repair of a prosthetic eye.  Justification for the repair must be included with the claim for payment

Refitting
HCPCS code V2629 (prosthetic eye, other type) is used to bill for refitting of prosthetic eyes.  Justification for the refitting must be included with the claim for payment.

Follow-Up Services 
Six months of follow-up services related to fitting and maintenance of the prosthesis is included in the Medi-Cal reimbursement for HCPCS code V2623 (prosthetic, eye; plastic, custom).
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
